Monitoring

The FDE's procedures for monitoring its LEAs for compliance with Title I of the ESEA were insufficient to ensure that all areas of noncompliance were identified and corrected in a timely manner. The ED team reviewed the FDE's most recent monitoring reports for two of the LEAs visited during the onsite review (BCPS and GCPS), and determined that in a number of instances the ED team identified compliance issues that were not identified in the most recent monitoring review by the FDE, specifically in the areas of private schools, schoolwide programs and parental involvement. Since the ED team identified a number of areas in both LEAs where the FDE did not ensure compliance with the requirements of Title I programs reviewed, the ED team concludes that FDE's current procedures for monitoring its grantees are insufficient to ensure compliance with Title I requirements.

Further action required: The area of subrecipient monitoring has been identified by ED as a compliance issue in two successive monitoring reports as well as in several State audits. Since 2004, the FDE has been unable to demonstrate that it has developed and implemented a process that is sufficient to ensure that its has an effective method to monitor for compliance with all requirements of Title I Part A, Part B, Part D and the McKinney-Vento Homeless Education Programs, including procedures to identify and correct issues of noncompliance.
